Great Britain and the League of Nations

Purpose: This display exhibit presents the role Great Britain played in the workings and activities of the League of Nations from its beginnings in 1919 to its demise in 1946.

Background: The League of Nations was the first truly international civil service organization dedicated to preserving peace and fostering universal co-operation among nations. Born of the ashes of World War I through the signing of the
Treaty of Versailles in 1919, the League was established by the victorious powers lead by Great Britain and France. As a result much of the internal operations and international activities of the organization were entrusted to these countries.
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C. The Great War

The second International Radiotelegraph Convention met in London, England
in 1912. It adopted international maritime radio communication standards that
updated the ones approved by the first International Radiotelegraph Convention
held in Berlin in 1906. Significant additional new regulations were added to the

World War I was in all respects horrific. In spite of atrocities suffered by millions, people from affected nations yearned for a method to settle international standards adopted at the 1906 Convention,
disputes through international cooperation and peaceful dialog. This dream became reality in the fall of 1919 at Versailles, France.
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
